Bob Dylan recorded The times they are a’changing in 1963 and I've often wondered if he was
right. To test if he was I've tried to look at the village from a while back. Looking at a copy of
Whites Directory from 1842, a sort of Google of its day, listed under Beckingham was the following;

“...a well built village, pleasantly situated on the east side of the River Witham, with 462 inhabitants
including the hamlet of Sutton. The lord of the manor is Thomas Marsland although most of the
land is owned by Beckingham Hall. Other land owning families are those of Brown, Webb, Hadley,
Galland and Else. Rev George Marsland is Rector of All Saints Church. The National School was
built in 1840 and has 120 pupils and Randolph Pattinson had left in 1691, land for the benefit of
the poor of the parish. Trades carried out were listed as 2 brickmakers, 2 wheelwrights, 5 boot and
shoe makers, 2 butchers, 14 farmers, 2 victuallers (Pub Landlords), 3 shopkeepers and various
others...”

Now we have a village that almost mirrors the scene from the distant past, new houses have built
around the village over the last 20 years and are still being built, singly today, growing the popula-
tion. The A17 is still there but in the form of a bypass. Children are bussed to school being collect-
ed and delivered a few feet from the School House. The Church is now resplendent with new state
of the art lighting, fibre optic cables arrived in the village a couple of years ago, various businesses
are still carried out, some based on software some more earthy in nature. There is still an Else
living here. We have access to information undreamt of in former times and yet some basic needs
are still being met in a way that would be recognised by the Victorians. The Black Swan is still with
us and although The Pack Horse has closed from the ashes has risen a Phoenix e

From the outside the old Inn looks the same,
but refreshed. The old lights restored, the hanging baskets and planters put back, as pretty as a
picture, even though the baskets did'nt do so well because of my temperamental watering
scheme!

But on the inside, the old Building has come into the 21st century, all repaired, renewed and mod-
ernised from top to bottom! Sadly, no longer a Coaching Inn, but as two new homes to bring new
blood to the village of Beckingham.
